e Band size is limited to a maximum of five (5) members. Each band will receive up to five (5) one day

passes to enter the fair, one per band member.

o All participants will receive a free T-shirt and certificate of participation.

e Band members must be between the ages of 12 — 20 yrs old in order to compete.

e Each band must have submitted a completed registration form.

e CD or tape with printed lyrics of the two songs to be performed.

e Songs need not be original work.

e Non-refundable registration fee of $25.00 in cash or check made out to MEADA. Receipt will be given.
Reqistration standards:

e Songs may be performed in Spanish, English or other languages (please specify and have English

translation available).

e Music that is vulgar or presents a poor image will not be allowed.

e MEADA reserves the right to edit or refuse to play any song if lyrics are viewed as inappropriate.
Judging Criteria: Each Band’s song will be judged individually. Winners will take place after all bands
have performed. Winning bands will be announced at the end of the contest and will have the
opportunity to play again. Judges’ criteria include:

e Technical Merit/Musicianship

e Presentation/Personality

e Variety of expression
Musicians: Bands are limited to five (5) members.

e two (2) acoustic or electric guitars

e one (1) bass guitar

e one (1) drummer

e one (1) keyboardist, OR a third (3") acoustic OR electric guitar OR soloist.

Instruments/amps provided:
MEADA will provide

e five (5) microphones on stands

e two (2) guitar amps

e one (1) bass amp

e three (3) guitar/bass rests

e one (1) keyboard amp or a third (3") guitar amp.

e A drum set will be provided minus the snare drum and drum sticks.

Band members must provide their own instruments and cables (including a keyboard and keyboard
stand) and snare drum and drum sticks.

e The winning band, as well as the Popularity VVote winner will receive a $50.00 gift certificate.
e Winning Band will receive the opportunity to cut a CD at Ridgewater College Hutchinson (must do so
by December of 2008).
