Christmas Masses 
We’re sure you have noticed that there are more 
than the usual number of masses scheduled for 
Christmas and that the first one will be in the 
early afternoon of December 24. The United 
States Council of Catholic Bishop’s Committee 
on Divine Worship and Canonical Affairs is of 
the opinion that during this exceptional time of 
the COVID 19 pandemic we need to interpret 
more broadly the meaning of “evening.”  Individ-
ual dioceses will decide what is pastorally ap-
propriate for their regions. We do have permis-
sion for the extra masses and for the earlier 
start time. 
 
Please keep in mind, we must continue to ad-
here to the rules applying to social distancing  
and mask wearing—even for Christmas. This 
means we simply cannot have 700 people in the 
church for the 4:30pm Christmas Eve mass. 
There will be socially distanced overflow seating 
in the hospitality area and gym. Please keep 
these limitations in mind when planning your 
family’s Christmas worship. 
 
We are need of lector/commentators for the 8pm 
Mass on Dec 24 and for the 7am, 9am & 11am 
masses on Dec 25. If you can help, please call Fr 
Paul at the parish office 587-6507.

God’s Promise 

    The lengthy passage from 
Samuel is a wonderful exposi-
tion of God’s promise to the 
house of David: that his throne 
would forever be gloriously oc-
cupied by his descendants. Hid-
den in the mystery of the proph-
ecy is the promise of the Savior, 
the Messiah, Son of God and 
Son of David. The prophet Na-
than, speaking in God’s name, 
poetically turns around David’s 
plan to build a house for God, 
and announces God’s plan to 
build a “house,” that is, a dynas-
ty for David. From this house of 
David will come the Messiah, 
the Christ, not in kingly splen-
dor as David ruled, but as a 
humble man, destined to rule 
forever and over all. When God 
gives a gift, it’s amazing what 
we are given—so different from 
what we ever could have imag-
ined.

Treasures From Our Traditions 

  Children of the parish are 
somewhat focused on Santa 
Claus these days, who is keeping 
an eye on who’s naughty and 
who’s nice. Santa Claus, with his 
heavenly patron Saint Nicholas, 
has been more or less in charge of 
gift-giving to American children 
for a hundred years or so. In oth-
er places, perhaps more attentive 
to our Christian tradition, there 
are different gift-bearers. In 
Greece, Saint Basil delivers the 
presents on his feast day, Decem-
ber 31, and makes sure everyone 
is sprinkled with holy water. The 
Baby Jesus is in charge else-
where, called the Christkind in 
Austria and Belgium, El Niño 
Jesús in Columbia, and Le Petit 
Jesus in France, where he shares 

his duties with Père Noël. In the 
Czech Republic almost everyone 
is atheist, but Ježíšek, the infant 
Jesus, brings gifts to one and all. 
In Poland the “Star Man” is said 
to bring the gifts, although often 
he turns out to be the village 
priest in disguise. Saint Nicholas, 
not his Americanized cousin, is 
the giver in Holland, where he 
wears a bishop’s miter, and in 
Russia, where he wears a bishop’s 
crown. Soviet Russia tried to de-
throne Saint Nicholas and pro-
mote Grandfather Frost, but no 
one was much fooled by this at-
tempt to squeeze religion out of 
Christ’s birth. One country has a 
saintly woman in charge of the 
gifts, Saint Lucy, honored in Swe-
den on December 13, when chil-
dren serve their parents break-
fast in bed, and others awake to 
news that they have been nomi-
nated for a Nobel Prize. Some 
children have a second round of 
gifts on Epiphany, when the magi 
assume the gift-giving duties. In 
general, the gifts of Christmas are 
simple pleasures, not great heaps 
of treasures. Once upon a time, a 
new pair of socks or an orange 
was enough for us. No matter 
what gifts we receive, all of them 
are to point us to the true gift, 
and the true giver. .
